Application and Registration

Pre-registration for summer session classes is required. Registration will begin on April 11, 2011 and continues until
the beginning of each session. Summer courses and workshops require a minimum number of pre-registered students.

Any course may be cancelled due to low enrollment. Students will be informed of any cancellation affecting their
enrollment before the beginning of the class.

Application Fee: The $35 application fee is required of all new students with the Application for Admission form.
This is a one-time fee for new students only.

Documentation required by the State Board of Higher Education of North Dakota for new degree seeking students
entering Mayville State includes the following:

o Verification of Baccalaureate Degree
OR
o  Official college transcript(s) sent directly from each institution attended
OR
e  An official high school transcript complete with date of graduation
Applicants without an official high school diploma must submit official GED test score results.
e An official ACT/SAT assessment score
Students are exempt from this requirement if 25 years of age or older and/or have earned a
minimum of 24 semester hours at a regionally accredited institution.
