Logging Into Moodle

1. To access Moodle, visit the Mayville State University homepage at www.mavvillestate.edu
2. Scroll to the bottom of the page and click the Moodle *m” icon.
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3. Click Login in the upper right-hand comer.

Your Moodle Username is identical to your NDUS User ID which was given to you when you
went through the claim process. Your password will also be identical 1o what you created in
the password creation portion of the claim process. Here's an example:

5. Once logged in, click the My Courses link in the fitle bar of the page. Each course you are
enrolled in will be listed*. To go to a course’s page, simply click on the desired course
name from the list.
