Elementary teachers
licensed to teach grades 1-6 must complete the middle school
endorsement to teach in grades 7-9. The middle school endorsement
is mandatory for teachers licensed for grades 7-12 to qualify for work
with grades 5-6 in the subject field(s) of their licensure and voluntary
for work with students in grades 7-8.
