This B.S.Ed. in Early Childhood Education is offered for on-
campus and online/distance students and prepares them to
teach in preschool, kindergarten, 1st, 2nd, and 3rd grade
(birth-age 8). Upon successful completion of the program,
students will be able to apply for birth through 3rd grade
licensure. This degree is a composite of both Early Childhood
Education and Elementary Education.

1. Early Childhood Education majors must complete 36 hours
of Essential Studies.
